These were 9 Malays and 2 Dayaks from
Simanggang, 10 Dayaks d@nd 6 Malays from Betong
and 1 Dayak and 1 Malay from Saratok. Only 1
man brought his wife but since then 3 more wives
have arrived. The married students are encour-
aged to bring their wives.

Second Division News.

The Resident, Second Division, says that the
Spaoh shopkeepers have removed to the temporary
Bazaar and are carrying on business as usual.
The demolition of the old Bazaar is progressing.
Substantial new smoke-houses have been built on
th sites allotted to them in the new lay-out.

Filling on the new Bazaar site is in progress and
materials for the first eight new shops, to be built
for Dayak owners, have arrived.

The death is reported of ex-Penghulu Luta of
the Paku. He had served in the British North
Borneo Constabulary and attended the Jubilee of
Queen Victoria when a detachment of that Force
was sent to England.

He used to talk about his experiences in Knights-
bridge Barracks where the detachment was billeted.
He always maintained that the B.N.B. Consta-
bulary were just as smart as the Scots Guards, who
apparently were in the same barracks. Apart from
the Jubilee itself Paddington Station seems to have
attracted Luta the most.

He is the last survivor of the Dayaks who
attended, as the other Sarawak Dayak, Penghulu
Sait, of the Saribas, died some years ago.

The District Officer, Simanggang, says that the
new Sungei Simanggang is a great success, and
the flooding of the roads round the Government
quarters appears to be a thing of the past.

The Reverend Mr. A. W. Stonton has produced
a quantity of soap from a formula supplied by the
Director of Agriculture. He proposes to teach his
schoolboys to manufacture this.
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From Saribas it is reported that a young Dayak
girl fell from a pinang palm and died the next day
from internal injuries. >

At Betong very few Dayaks have so far bothered
to_come down for their Food Cards to draw rice—
partly, no doubt, because they are busy farming;

the Malays, however, have not begn backward in,

coming.

The Lilian Talkies Company, Kuching, wish to
erect cinema halls and tea gardens in both Betong
and Spaoh. :

The Iban in the far ulu, Lobang Baya, Nanga
Mujan and neighbourhood have nearly finished
nugal and with reasonable luck should get a good
harvest.

The District Officer, Kalaka, reports that the
introduction of rationing appears to have had a good
effect in persuading both Dayaks and Malays to
plant padi this year. A large number of Dayaks,
however, had not burnt off by the end of the
month.

Third Division News.

A scheme to keep padi planters on their farms
after planting to control pests and weed thoroughly
is being tried out at Tanjong Sirik, where there was
a complete crop failure last season, and the natives
would therefore leave their farms after planting to
earn money to buy rice.

Fourth Division News.

In continuation of the policy of arranging visits
by influential natives to demonstration centres, a
party of eight comprising four Malays and four
Kenyahs from the Baram District visited Kuching,
Rantan Panjang, Kanowit and Saratok.

A serious riot between the two Chawan clans of
Wee and Sim occurred in Miri Bazaar on 2nd
August. As a result of this fight one of the Wee
clan died from stabbing wounds whilst another of
the same clan sustained serious injuries. Thirteen
of the Sim clan were arrested.

The District Officer, Miri, regrets to report the
death of Mr. Len Ah Khoon, Court Writer at Niah.
He was taken ill whilst in Miri and was operated
upon immediately. He died, however, the next
day.

CENTENARY GRAND FANCY
BAZAAR.

After it had been decided that the spacious
Museum Grounds should be the venue of the
Centenary Grand Fancy Bazaar the Organising
Committee consisting of Mr. C. B. J. Pascoe
(Chairman), the Hon'ble Mr. H. Thackwell Lewis
(Vice-Chairman), Mr. C. P. Law (Hon. Secretary),
the Hon'ble. Datu Amar, c.s.s., Messrs. Tan Sum
Guan, E. W. Howell, Ng Siak Kiong and Lim
Ah Bee, then went hard to work in getting on
with the details of the Bazaar; appointing sub-
committees, sending out appeals for goods and
helpers, preparing sheds, booths, stalls, enclosures
and theatres and collecting goods. By the time
everything was set for the grand opening every-
body concerned seemed to have used up all their
stored up energies in preparing for this memorable
event and the result was a Fancy Bazaar which
eclipsed any of its kind ever held before.

The morning of the 24th dawned auspiciously
and the whole town was in a gay and festive mood ;
all the streets were decorated with flags and lan-
terns and every ship in port dressed and large
crowds from every part of the country thronged
the streets, crowds reminiscent of the Wangkang
procession held over a decade ago for it was 24th
September, 1941, a Red Letter Day in the History
of Sarawak. After the Centenary Address Cere-
mony at the Main Government Offices crowds could
be seen wending their way to the Museum Grounds ;
a scene which headline writers would have aptly
described as “ALL ROADS LEAD TO THE
GRAND FANCY BAZAAR™!

In the Bazaar itself the atmosphere simply
hummed with activity; Officials shouting last
minute instructions and answering a barrage of
questions, willing and cheerful helpers taking up
positions at the numerous stalls, cashiers dishing
out tills, scouts lining up, cameramen manoeuvring
for points of vantage, contingents of Malays from
Kampongs accompanied by their Hadrah and Brass
Band and Dayaks in their picturesque and imposing
war dress with their gongs and tom-toms arriving
to take up their positions for the grand Official
Opening. = Long before the Bazaar was due to be
opened a huge crowd had queued up at the Main

*Entrance good humouredly, with their 10 cents
slip of -paper which is their ‘‘Open Sesame” to all

the shows, sideshows and fun in the Bazaar.
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-~ BExactly at 11.30 a.m. the Royal Car was seen
coming up Road. Their Highnesses the
Rajah and Ranee accompanied by Mr. J. J.
Sheehan, Representative of the British Agent, and
Mr. G. M. MacBryan, Private Secretary,
arrived and were met by Messrs. C, E. J. Pascoe,
Chairman of the Organising Committee, C. P. Law
(Hon. Secretary), E. W. Howell and Ng Siak
Kiong and others. After the Sarawak National
Anthem was played Miss Tan presented Her High-
ness with a bouquet of flowers. Her Highness
then formally declared the Bazaar open by cutting
the ribbons with a pair of golden scissors. Their
High were ducted round the Bazaar by
Messrs. Pascoe and C. P. Law and visited the
Tea Garden, the Agricultural Show and other
Sections. Their Highnesses then planted two
Cenwenary trees in front of the Museum facing
Rock Road to commemorate the occasion. Their
Highnesses and party left shortly afterwards.

Directly the Bazaar was declared open, the huge
crewds rushed in and the poor Scouts who were
on duty at the barriers of the Main Entrance were
nearly snowed under and had quite a hectic time
of it to cope with the tremendous crowds that kept
streaming in ail the time. By now the whole place
was a babel of sounds arising from the numerous
booths and stalls as the cheerful and energetic
helpers tempted passers-by to empty their pockets
of their ready cash at the various sideshows by
kicking Hitler, hitting a cigarette tin or whatever
games caught their fancy. The Raffle Section was
doing a brisk trade, the one dollar tickets of the
Special Raffle for a House kindly presented by H.H.
the Rajah went off very well indeed. Every other
visitor to the Bazaar bought a ticket of the 20 cent
Grand Rafile for the chance of winning one of the
many, prizes attractively displayed at the Raffle
Section by the wily Raffle people and a bevy of
beautiful girls were sent out with raffle tickets to
“TRAP” us humans. Indeed so great was the
demand for these 20 cent tickets that, the 10,000
tickets were entirely sold out on the third day.

You could not help coming across sweet young
things with a Butlonhole, Sir and a devastating
smile of an indefatigable Centenary Badge Seller
or a Victory Badge Seller all singing the same tune
‘20 cents thank you! and by the time you got
home you would be so covered with badges that
you would look like a commissionaire from the
Ritz or an Italian Army Officer.

The Agricultural and Arts and Crafts Show was
in the Ground floor of the Museum Building. The
exhibits had been judged the day before and the
majority of the exhibits were presented by the
competitors for sale. There were Agricultural pro-
ducts from every part of the country and arts and
crafts of all kinds and needlework of every specie
from all the schools in the country. Handker-
chiefs, specially embroidered cushions, lamp shades,
hand embroidered slippers, children’s clothing could
be seen in among the exhibits and also at the
stalls of the Fancy Bazaar outside the Museum
Buildings where articles of every conceivable
description presented by shopkeepers, Indian Mer-
chants, Dayak and Malay Communities and all the
schools in Kuching were also put up for sale. The
stalls were packed with bargain hunters whilst the
untiring stall-holders “‘go to it" with a will and

brol ood | as they inued to dis-
pose their wares to eager buyers.

On the other side of the building the Borneo
Company had their exhibits and the working model
of a mechanical cow sent by Nestle’s. The
attendants did their best to explain the intricate

workings of the model plant and at the same time
a Yew ambitious youngsters tried their best to get
their irate parents to buy the model cow! At the
nearby shed the Aerated Water Stall offered by
Messrs. Fraser and Neaves was working at full
pressure.

There was some anxiety as to the behaviour of
the clerk of the weather. There was a slight
shower late in the afternoon and there was a lull
between 4 and 5 p.m. By 5 p.m. the weather
was again clear and the Tea Garden which com-
menced business at 4 p.m. was well patronised and
the servers and lady helpers in dainty multi-
coloured kebayas were kept fairly busy. Her
Highness paid a short visit to the Tea Garden at
about 7.30 p.m.

Taking advantage of the fine spell the crowds
began to roll in again ; and by this time ' Professor’’
Hassan, had got going by .performing mysterious
feats and producing mangoes out of nowhere.
Lights were soon up as it was getting dark. The
Grounds lighted with numerous electric lights with
the illuminated arches at the junction of Mec-
Dougall Road and Rock Road and at the entrances
to the Grounds erected by the Persatuan Melayu
and the Chinese Community presented a very
attractive appearance. The arch on the roadway
just outside the Museum Building erected by the
Japanese Community was neat, simple and pretty.

A slight drizzle again fell before 7 p.m. which
kept up until midnight but was not at any time a
sufficiently disturbing element to spoil the fun. In
spite of the counter attraction of the Lantern
Procession which started at 7 p.m. crowds kept
coming in throughout the evening. The Ronggeng
Party from Sungei Tengah had begun their singing
and dancing (there was no stopping them when
once they got going) and attracted large crowds.
The ‘‘Bangsawan Modern' began its first perform-
ance. The clowns and extra turns, local celebrities
and little local girls all, were greeted with great
applause and were very popular. The Chinese
Puppet Show was in progress by 7 p.m. and crowds
of interested onlookers from various vantage points
could be seen watching the antics of the puppets
and great activity was noticed at the “‘Starlight
Hall” where a party of school children from the
Phu Yick School of 4th mile Penrissen Road was
preparing for their performance. All the while
every section of the Bazaar was working at full
pressure in spite of the slightly showery weather.
The Lantern Procession passed along Rock Road
up to their place of dispersal at junction of Satok
Road shortly before 10 p.m. Hundreds had a
ringside view of the Procession.

Approximately over 10,000 persons paid for
admission and when the Bazaar closed at 11 p.m.
a very weary community agreed that this had been
indeed a RED LETTER DAY in the annals of
Kuching and had broken a record in more senses
than one.

The second day was favoured with excellent
weather throughout. The opening of the Bazaar
for the second, third and last days was fixed at
4 p.m. Large crowds were admitted and more and
more people continued to arrive and soon it was
evident that the first night's record was going to
be broken. Every section of the Bazaar was work-
ing at full pressure, the Agricultural Show was
thronged with visitors. Cameramen Chia and
Wong and a few amateurs were filming Dayak
‘War Dances on the lawn in front of the Museum
Building whilst a great crowd of interested specta-
tors looked on. For some obscure reason the
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performers tpok a long time getting warmed up
and the quickly fading light prevented further
shooting. Side-show helpers and Stall holders were
given no respite throughout the evening while all
the time cheery and smart vendors of badges,
buttonholes and raffle tickets wandered about seek-
ing their prey. All the theatres were giving
performances, the open air cinema, opening for the
first time due to rainy weather the previous night
attracted quite a crowd of enthusiastic little ‘‘fans'.
The Bands discoursed music and the Puppet Show
and Javanese Ronggeng kept the crowds amused
throughout the evening.

A feature of the evening was a special play
staged by the pupils of the Min Teck School at the
“Starlight Hall”. Long before the curtain went
up the house was absolutely, packed out and not
even standing room was available and hundreds
were seen watching from the lawn outside.

The main events of the third day were the Baby
Show Competition, more ‘‘shooting’’ of Dayak
War Dances and filming of the Tea Garden.

Mr. Chia filmed the Tea Garden whilst Mr.
Wopg covered the Baby Show Competition. Ex-
cellent pictures were obtained of the Tea Garden
and the cheery tea girls in their picturesque
kebayas and gorgeous Chinese costumes. They
were considered eminently suitable subjects for
colour photograph. Mr. Chia expressed great sur-
prise seeing so many fair and beautiful girls in
Kuching and all the nice things he said about them
would make every girl blush! But in spite of the
nice compliments the girls appeared to be rather
camera shy !

The Baby Show was a great success. There
were 61 entries. The judges were Dr. E. M.
Majoribanks, Dr. Wong Cheong Way and Dr.
Gopala Pillai. Babies of all nationalities were
represented and many and varied were the antics
of fond parents to soothe impatient babies whilst
the super-men of the Day methodically and labo-
riously proceeded with the onerous task of weighing
and measuring the young hopefuls. It was not
until well after dark was the whole proceedings
finished and Master Richard Ong a great grandson
of the Hon'ble Mr. Ong Tiang Swee was declared
the Champion Baby. The results were :—

Soon after dark rain began.to fall and continued
throughout the night. Consequently attendance
dropped but nevertheless all sections were kept
fairly busy and the two theatres were well patro-
nized. The Javanese Ronggeng and Puppet Show
as usual attracted great crowds. Another Javanese
Troupe came down from the 11th mile Javanese

Settlement and gave a costume performance which
was quite a novelty. Having presumably lost its
way it was missed when the Lantern Procession
went past the Bazaar to its place of dispersal at
Satok Road junction, the Chinese Tua Lo Ko Band
wandered through the Bazaar Grounds from the
direction of Satok Road provided quite a pleasant
diversion.

The last day was again favoured with fine
weather. Somebody had a brainwave by announc-
ing a Fancy Dress Competition and free open air
cinema shows as extra attractions. Sure enough
soon after the Races people began to arrive in great
nambers and there was a tremendous crowd in the
Bazaar. A large section gathered in the vicinity
of the Tea Garden eagerly looking forward to the
fun to be had from the Fancy Dress Competition.
Alas! due to the very short notice given and the
fact that almost all Kuching attended the first day
of the Sarawak Turf Club Centenary Meeting, only
a very limited number of competitors made their
appearance at 8.45 p.m. Soon after the arrival of
Her Highness the Ranee, the Hon'ble the Chief
Secretary and Dr. E. Gibson, who had very
graciously consented to act as judges, the com-
petitors were heralded by the Malay Brass Band
and a party of Dayaks in full war dress and
altogether they formed a very impressive procession
as they paraded from the Min Teck Junior School
nearby to the Tea Garden. The cameras and arch
lights were in position ready to “‘shoot’” the whole
proceedings. Her Highness graciously posed for
pictures with the Dayak Chiefs, the competitors and
a party of Chinese ladies who were the guests of Her
Highness at a Dance at the Sarawak Club. The
competitors then came up to be judged. Hitler
who was badly man-handled was awarded the 1st
prize, Charlie Chaplin and Paulette Goddard clin-
ched the 2nd prize, presumably, due to the charms.
of “‘Paulette’” who captivated many hearts among
those present. The ‘‘Chinese Gentleman’’ and his
Japanese captive ran away with the 3rd prize whilst
a formidable looking Cave man, probably from the
Lost World intimidated the judges into giving him
the 4th prize. In the meantime, a certain 19th
Centenary old Chinese Lady looking very sheepish
and forlorn and sadly neglected so touched the soft
spots in the judges' hearts that it was decided to
give “‘her’’ a consolation prize ! Altogether it was
great fun while it lasted and was much enjoyed by
all present. Her Highness and party left for the
Dance at the Sarawak Club soon afterwards.

By ten o'clock all the stalls were nearly empty
but those who came along expecting to pick up
bargains were doomed to disappointment what
little that were left at the Stalls were collected
and to be auctioned the following day. The
Bangsawan, Ronggeng and other shows again
attracted their quota of admirers but the side-shows
never slackened, not even after closing time was
announced.

The drawing of the Grand Raffle, the Special
Raffle, and the Doll Raffle took place at 10 p.m.
The House, generously presented by H.H. the
Rajah, was won by Mr. Chong Thian Loy, a
visitor from British North Borneo and the Doll
was won by Mr. Ang Guan Ann of Padungan.
The prizes for the Grand Raffle included at Motor
Car, a Sewing Machine, a Bicycle, Tables, Chairs,
clocks, lamps, jars, brassware and other useful
articles. Many of these were claimed by lucky
winners the same night. A complete list of prize
winners is given in another column.

Probably never
before have so many people come together in the
Second Division, and never before has the bazaar
and its approaches looked so gay.

The first day was given up to land sports, and
a most interesting programme had been prepared.
There were events open to all, interspersed with
suitable races and competitions for schoolgirls, and,
most interesting of all, events for the inter-school
champion cup for boys. Among the open evenuts,
stilt-racing caused the greatest amusement, while

the mile flat race discovered an excellent little
runner in Nuli, a Dayak youth from Sutong.

quickly took the lead, and not only maintained it
but increased it with no apparent effort, running
with a beautiful style—an easy first—and finishing
up, seemingly, as fresh as he had begun.

Six schools took part, two Malay, two
Chinese and two Dayak. They were all so keen,
so friendly with each other, such good losers, that
it was a pleasure to watch them. The greatest
excitement was caused by the Tug-of-war. Ob-
viously, the teams had been told beforehand the
correct thing to do, but very soon the patient
instruction of masters was thrown to the winds,
and they developed a technique of their own.
Triends and supporters flocked to their aid, the
police rushed forward—not to restrain the crowd
—but obligingly to stamp great holes with their
boots into which the boys sat! Fach boy had at
least three excited coaches to himself, and the din
was indescribable. The official starters were quite
powerless, being hopelessly outnumbered, so they
just sat down with the ¢rowd and looked on, for
as one of them was heard to say, ‘‘Anyhow, its
the same for both sides.”’! The Champion Cup
was won by the Malay School of Simanggang, St.
Luke's School (Dayak) being runner up. -
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Throughout the day a locally organised string
band entertained the crowds. There are people
who assert that they could ise the tunes.
The writer makes no claim to musical talents, so
is unable to support their statement—it may be
so—but one doubts if the most ardent supporter
would have been bold enough to make such a claim
after four o’clock. Tt was a hot day, and a barrier
of bottles stood near the bandstand, which appears
to have taken the place of musical score, for the
musicians were observed to refer to this barrier
very frequently. But be that as it may. We
were more concerned with the behaviour of a
prominent member of the Rubber Department,
who sat for a long time in pensive mood, drinking
in the strains of the music (and, we suspect, the
contents of the bottles too), who then' suddenly
arose and gave a remarkable performance of danc-
ing, in a Sinhalese-cum-Kayan-cum-Pilsener style,
such as has never before been witnessed in Simang-
gang, and probably with never be seen again.
The people were delighted, and we are grateful to
this gentleman, no less than to the band for their
unselfish services, and all that they did to help
everyone pass a very happy day.

The first day had been hot, but on the second
day it rained from early morning till'about one
o'clock. $till, this did not damp the enthusiasm of
the teams entering for the inter-school football
competition. Five schools were represented—the
Government school from Lubok Antu, the Chinese,
Malay and Dayak schools from Simanggang, and
a bined team rej ting three schools from
the Lingga district. The final match was played
at 4 p.m., and was won by St. Luke's School,
Simanggang, who received a cup and medals.
Medals were also given to the losing team from
the Phui Khiaw Chinese School.

At 5 p.m. was staged the final match for the
Champion Cup, played between local Dayak teams.
This competition had been going on for more than
two months, and the final opponents were teams
from Tawai and Tawang. It was a good game,
the two sides being very evenly matched. Tawang
secured the cup by scoring the one goal of the
match. The Champion Cup and medals to_both
teams were give by Datu Abang Zin. It is
estimated that more than two thousand people
watched the contest, and a more picturesque crowd
in a more lovely setting would be difficult to
imagine.

1t is impossible to mention all the good people
who worked so hard in their respective depart-
ments to organize the events of these three days,
and to make them the success that they were,
neither do they desire it, but special mention must
be made of Eng Yaw Joo who, besides many other
duties, was referee at all matches throughout that
very wet day. ’

During the evening of this day the police barracks
were inspected and awards given for the best deco-
rative effect. 1t was u difficult thing to decide. All
families made a remarkably good display, with
native woven cloth and blankets, mats and carved

res of wood, but eventually prizes were given
to Cpl. Alam, Sgt. Sikon and S.C. Kaya.

There was an exhibition of fighting cocks too,
and a great number of birds had been collected and
tethered in rows for inspection. If one had never
seen such a collection before, the great \"anety of
these birds is an eye-opener, but the: noise is enough
to split ones ear drums! The prize for the })est
bird was given to S.C. Lingga. How such things
are decided is a mystery to me, but everyone
seemed to be satisfied.

At 6.30 p.m. began the school children’s Torch-
light Procession. Of all the numerous attractions
that were provided, this was, one gathers, the
event which gave greatest pleasure to the children.
They had been preparing for this many days.
There were three companies, Chinese, Dayak and
Malay, and they drew for the order of their going.
They assembled on the football field to light up,
and then moved off to the bazaar. The Malays
drew first plage, so they led with a large scale
model of the ship Royalist, illuminated from within, !
and on the bridge were cleverly drawn pictures of
the three White Rajahs. This was preceded by,
and followed by, a crowd of torch-bearers, and
accompanied by a band of various instruments.
Next came the Chinese group, with characteristic
Chinese lanterns, and led by an illuminated repre-
sentation of the DBrooke family coat of arms.
Then followed the Dayak group from the schools
of Simanggang and Banting. Tach boy had made
his own lantern, and there were beautifully pro-
portioned models of ships, houses, bombs, various
kinds of air-craft, and so on. Incidently, the boys
of 8t. Luke's School demanded a banner for this
procession. The only possibly piece of cloth avail-
able was the one bedsheet kept at the Mission
station for the visiting Bishop. We hope his
Lordship “will understand why he is given a
native mat to sleep on during his next visit, and
we are indeed thankful that these extraordinary
demands upon our resources come only once in a
hundred years! However, it was a very happy
procession that traversed the bazaar and kampong.
How long the boys would have kept it up we cannot
tell, but candles and oil ran out in due course, and
so came to end a second happy day.

The third day was Regatta Day, so dear to the
hearts of the older Dayaks. There were a large
number of entries, but only one new boat had been
built for this occasion. It is about three years
since the last regatta was held at Simanggang, and
unless they are held regularly every year, the
Dayaks are not disposed to build boats. Everyone
in this country has seen a regatta, and there is
nothing new to say about this one at Simanggang.
There was greab excitement as the boats came
within sight of the winning post, much shouting
and waving, but noticably far less of the usual
wrangling. The successful working of the tote
suffered from two drawbacks. First, there was
confusion about the order of one or two races, also
certain boats joined in the wrong race, so the
tickets had to be returned. Secondly, a large
number of unofficial bookies in the bazaar were
giving better odds and so diverting patrons. The |
races occupied the wliole of the day, and it was
found necessary to run the last on the programme
(a consolation race) on the following morning.

There were numerous sideshows which were all
well patronised between races, the most popular,
perhaps, being the greasy pole suspended over the
river.

"The promoters and organizers of these three days’
activities are to be congratulated on the efficient
way in which all carried out their various tasks.
Thanks to them, the programmes ran smoothly and
everyone was happy. To one who has now seen’
many such githerings of the people at Simanggang,
there seems to have been something different about
the centenary crowds—something which distin-
guished this gathering from all former gatherings.
Probably it was partly due to the fact that so
many people had come to take part, that is, to do
something in one way or another, not merely to
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look on, but more likely it was due to a new
sense of unity, a realization that with all our
differences of race, customs and language, we
are really one people. Throughout the year, we
in this country observe many high days, religious
and secular; we keep
nations—Malay, Chinese, English, and so on,
all of which do but serve to emphasise the
differences between the many communities which
make up this interesting country of Sarawak, but
it was not so this time. For once all communities
were taking part, at the same time, and for the
same reason. The little centenary medal was being
worn by all. One feels that for many a sense of

The guests were then invited to inspect the
building, and many took advantage of this offer to
see how much could be achieved for the modest
sum of a little under $7,000.

KENA-AN DENGAN ORANG-ORANG DAYAK
DIDALAM NEGERI SARAWAK.

Ber-mula ada‘lah saya baharu balek daripada
pelayaran di-ulu Ai, di-Batang Rejang di-benoa
Dayak, ia-itu jejaban negeri Sarawak, Borneo.
Ada-lah Sungei itu di-katakan yang sedang besar
didalam Borneo, chukup-chukup pakai perjalanan
kapal-kapal modek ka-tempat yang bernama Kapit,
ra. 150 mile jauh-nya ka-hulu. Ada-pun se-
kalian “watasan didalam Kapit itu cnoma pakai
r-chadangan kapada orang-orang Daya sahaja,
ada-lah  di-benerkan kapada lain-lain bangsa,
saperti China, Tambi atau pun orang Puteh tiada-
lah boleh, baik handak membeli tanan, atau pun
bertanam getah didalam jejahan yang tersebut itu.
Maka di-tempat itu-lah (Kapit) yang mula pertama
saya pergi mengembara.

Kami orang modek dari Kapit pada pagi hari
27 June, didalam sa-buah perabu kawan saya,
dengan satu kumpolan daripada orang-orang Daya
yang disitu, tetapi yang se-benar-nya orang yang
terpakai kapada perahu yang panjang itu choma
2 orang sahaja, sa'orang penjalan jentra (motor)
dan - sa'orang juru-batu (penjaga haluan), ia-itu
menjagakan segala batu-batu yang merandam di-
dalam ayer atau pun batang-batang kayu, ada-lah
perahu itu panjang-nya 55 kaki, yang di-perbuat
daripada se-batang kayu yang mengerubong dan
pat dengan papan di-haluan-nya, ada-pun jen-
tera-nya itu di-ikat di-tepi sebelah ‘sahaja di-
buritan-nya.

Maka dengan ke-kuatan dan chepat jentera itu
berjalan modek ka-hulu Rejang, dalam barapa-rapa
mile jalan-nya sampai-lah ka-muara Baleh, kemu-
dian lagi didalam 2-3 jam, sampai-lah kapada
watasan Muara Sungei Mujong. Shahdan pada
waktu kita mula-mula angkat dari Kapit, banyak-
lah hairan didalam perasa-an, kerana telah di-
ketahui- tiada-lah ‘ada nampak lagi bagaimana
yang biasa di-lihat, kita tiada ada nampak sa-buah
kedai pun, atau rumah saperti per-buatan yang su-
dah biasa di-lihat hanya-lah rumah-rumah bentang
yang panjang sshaja, dan perahu-perahu seperti
perbuatan yang di-Kapit.

Didalam perjalanan pergi ka-Sungei Mujong,
di-situ-lah kami mula-mula berjumpa dengan riam,
ja-itu daripada sahari sampai ke-dua-nya, sentiasa-
lah ber-hempas pulas dengan riam serupa-lah
sahaja tiada berhanti, didalam semantara itu kami
handak menjalankan jentera dengan se-kuat-kuat-
nya tiada-lah dapat kerana riam sudah ada di-
hadapan, Juru-batu pun ber-teriak kerana takut
perahu terbalek dan putus, kemudian di-akhtiarkan
menuju kapada ayer yang dalam dengan lekas-nya
didalam riam itu, tiba-tiba perahu pun penoh
dengan ayer wang, orang-orang yang didalam
perahu itu' melumpat ke-sebelah—kami orang ada 5
orang, dengan 2 orang budak yang ada didalam
perahu  itu- lai b ng ayer ’_’ ‘ ;
perahu, tetapi tiada dapat. makin lebeh lagi, jadi
kami orang pun meluipat, apa-lah yang handak
di-katakan, ayer dari lutut sampai ka-dada saya
lihat alor banyak deras harus-nya, tiada-lah dapat
handak berdiri jika tiada ber-pegang ka-tepi perahu,
sangat deras riam itu, habis hanyut semua batu-
batu yang di-bawah kaki.
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Pada tiap-tiap tempat yang ada riam, melainkan
berjaga-jaga-lah sahaja, si-kira-nya jika perahu
mendapat kardm, entah brapa-kah dalam ayer-nya.
Maka tiada-lah ada riam yang ter-lebeh besar dari-
pada yang ter-sebut tadi. Maka apa bila sudah
habis riam itu di-lalukan, masing-masing-lah kami
melumpat kedalam perahu lagi, dan motor pun ber-
jalan semula, barangkali } mile kah atau 100 ela
kah sahaja jalan-nya. ¢

Pemandangan kahadapan dari Kapit, sangat-lah
permai I ya, di-sel menyembelah bukit
ber-banjar-banjar di-antara harong dengan sungei
sang sedang tinggi-nya, dan ada juga yang tinggi
dari 500 sampai 1,000 kaki, dahan-dahan kayu
merimbun-rimbun melampai, sampai ka-ayer, orang
lalu di-antara batu yang ber-lumut hijau, Sungei-
nya itu ber-timbun-timbun batu yang besar-besar,
bengkang bengkok dan g, ter-kadang-kadang
ada juga ber-pasir di-tebing sungei, di-sana sini,
ber-timbun-timbun batang-batang kayu yang kena
ayer bah, dan segala akar-akar kayu ber-jarut-jarut,
tiada dapat di-lalu malainkan di-pakai di-sebelah
jalan yang lain, ada pintu-nya di-chelah batu, yang
sudah ber-lubang tembus di-tengah-nya, oleh ayer
bah pada masa beribu-ribu tahun yang lalu.

Hairan juga, tiada-lah ada nampak sa-ekor
benatang pun, barang-kali oleh kerana ingar motor
kami, jadi semua benatang sudah habis ber-larian
terlebeh dahulu. Pada satu hari ada kelihatan 2
ekor burong menaol terbang mengendang, rupa-
rupa ada svatu barang yang di-lihat-nya di-atas
batu itu, kemudian sa’orang Daya pergi melihat
di-sana, dan di-dapati-nya sa-ekor ikan yang pan-
jang 18 inches, yang baru di-bawa oleh burong itu
dengan bagus-nya, vang di-simpan-nya pakai per-
makanan pada lain hari. Pada tiap-tiap melalal
riam-riam yang tohor-tohor, Jeru-batu itu ber-
teriak, kerana perahu selalu ber-jejak di-atas bela-
kang buaya yang didalam ayer.

Didalam perjalanan kami ka-Kapit, ada sa-ekor
buaya yang besar yang tidor di-atas pasir di-tepi
sungei, panjang-nya tiada-lah kurang dari 12 atau
15 kaki, saya suroh berhanti motor kapada orang
China, suroh dia balek ka-tempat buaya itu sepaya
dapat saya mengambarkan, tetapi oleh kerana ingar
motor kami, tambahan pula teriak orang Daya dan
China yang didalam perahu itu, dengan 'sebenter
itu juga dia pun bangun, ada-lah kira-kira 150 kaki
lagi sampai kapada buaya itu, sangat-lah chepat lari-
nya itu, tiada-lah ada benatang yang terlebeh
pantas daripada benatang yang dabshat itu.

Apa-bila kami sampai ka-Kapit, kami khabarkan
pasal buaya itu, jawab orang di-situ, baru juga
dalam sedikit hari yang lalu, sa’orang perampuan
Daya yang menanggok, sudah di-tangkap-nya
dengan chepat, tiada di-katahui oleh kawan-nya
di-situ, bila masa mahu balek baharu-lah di-katahui
ka-hilangan-nya. Orang-orang melayu di-sana ada
ber-fikir mau huba handak kap buaya
itu, kerana, selalu membunoh manusia se-bagai
harimau yang sangat garang, bila dia sudah mula-
mula membunoh manusia. Ada-pun orang meng-
alir (menangkap) buaya itu, di-pakai-kan tali rotan
dan di-beri umpan daging, bila dapat buaya bukan-
nya sa-ekor sahaja, tetapi 2 ekor dan di-belah
dalam perut kedua-nya, ada mayat orang peram-
puan didalam-nya. .

Kemudian didalam perjalanan kami modek itu,
juru-batu berteriak gatakan ada lagi bangkai
buaya yang sangat besar ber-hanyut di-atas ayer,
tiada-lah kurang daripada 18 atau 20 kaki panjang-
nya, apa-kala di-lihat memberi hati ben:],eba.r. serta
pula dengan bahu yang sangat busok di-bawa o[eh
angin, boleh mendatangkan penyakit, sa-telah itu
didalam perjalanan sa-tengah jam lagi, ada nampak

I

sa-ekor lagi buaya yang besar juga berenang betol-
befol di-haluan perahu kami nampak-nya buaya
itu angkat dari tidor, kerana mendengar bunyi
perahu kami.

Kam orang ber-malam di-tempat kawan juru-
batu kami didalam bentang yang panjang, pada
pagi hari kami modek lagi menghubongkan per-
Jjalanan ka-Mujong, dan dalam perjalanan itu kami
pun sampai ka-Muara Melanei, maka maksud
kami handak minta tulong kapada Penghulu Sibat,
ada-lah kira-kira 20 miles lagi jauh-nya dari situ,
maka didalam satu jam perjalanan, kami pun ber-
jumpa dengan Penghulu itu serta dengan orang-
orang-nya juga, maka dia pun memberi pertolongan,
menyuroh sa’orang dayak yang pandai dengan kuat
dan ber-akal, pergi ka-tempat yang susah itu,"
kerana banyak lagi riam-riam yang handak di-
lalui, maka nampak-nya dayak itu ada banyak suka
menulong kami, didalam perahu yang panjang dan
berat itu, matahari pun ber-angkat terang chehaya-
nya, hati pun senang kerana ada satu kawan
yang menulong.

Ada-lah kira-kira pukol 3 petang, kami orang
pun sampai kapada suatu batu yang besar di-kaki
bukit, dan di-atas bukit itu-lah ramah bentang pan-
jang Penghulu Sibat, bini dan anak-nya turun
ka-tepi sungei datang berjumpa dengan kami,
dengan memakai pekalan yang chantek, kemudian
datang sa'orang dayak yang tua (lebey), membawa
sa-ekor ayam jantan, dan di-pusing-pusing-nya di-
atas kepala kami, dan anak bini penghulu itu
memberi kami ayer arak didalam gelas, (yang di-
buat daripada tapai). Kemudian datang 12 orang
yang handak membawa barang-barang kami, dan
penghulu pun menjemput kami, dengan hati yang
gemar membawa naik ka-rumah-nya, memakai
tangga—>5 batang kayu bengkang bengkok, maka
tu-lah tempat kami ber-hanti selama-nya, 3
malam 2 hari.

Ada-pun rumah bentang panjang Sibat itu, ia-lah
yang besar sekali yang saya lihat, yang ada ber-isi
30 pintu, dan orang yang didalam-nya tiada
kurang dari 150 atau 200 orang. Pada lain hari-
nva saya choba langkahkan panjang-nya, ia-itu
750 kaki, dan lebar serambi-nya 18 kaki, ruang
Jidalam-nya bujor dan di-bahagi dua, di-pakai
serambi dan belek yang didalam itu 40 kaki, ada-
lah serambi itu barangkali 2da 8 kaki tinggi-nya,
dan 20 kaki lebar, dan 600 kaki panjang dari hujong
sebelah ka-sebelah banyak jauh nampak-nya, rapas-
rapas mata memandang, pada waktu malam masing-
masing meraka itu memasang api (kayu getah) 2—3
inchi tinggi-nya di-muka pintu, di-taroh-nya di-
atas batu yang sudah di-buat-nya, ia-ita pakai
ingatan dan kenangan pada masa saya tiba di-situ.

Yang berkena-an dengan serambi, pada mula-
nya’saya fikir, buat tempat majelis, tetapi bukan,
ada pun serambi itu di-hadapan tiap-tiap belek,
ia-itu bagai tempat jamuan kapada mereka sendiri
sahaja, ada-lah serambi itu di-bahagi dua, di-
sebelah-nya pakai perjalanan kapada semua orang,
maka di-sepanj jalan di-hadapan semua belek
itu ada banyak ayam sabongan, di-tambat dengan
tali rotan dan juga didalam kerungan yang kechil
yang ada selalu ter-gantong di-bawah rumah-nya,
lain lagi kerungan anak ayam, dan babi yang di-
peleharakan pakai permakanan-nya, maka tiap-tiap
mereka itu ada mempunya-ie anjing.

Separoh daripada serambi itu di-hampar-nya
dengan tikar engkuang, dan di-luar-nya ada ber-
tingkat di-buat-nya bangku, pakai tempat orang-
orang datang, manakala hati-nya ada baik,
di-bawa-nya masok kedalam belek-nya, kita dudok
di-atas tingkap, tua rumah dengan lain-nya semua
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dudok ber-keliling kita, ada selalu bini dan anak-
nya memberi minum arak kapada kami. Di-padong
dekat kasau di-buat-nya tempat menyempan padi,
kayu api, rotan, bubu, dan tikar, dan juga kepala
manusia yang sudah lama bertahun-tahun di-sim-
pan-nya didalam ragah rotan, tua rumah itu ber-
megan-megah mengata ada 24 buti kepala itu,
tetupi ada didalam sa-buah rumah yang kami sudah
pergl dahulu, ada mempunya-ie 46 buti kepala
manusia.

Dengan kemurahan hati penghulu, memindahkan
anak-bini-nya dari belek temapt-nya, ada pun belek
itu di-tempatkan-nya kapada kami. Suatu pasal
yang saya sudah biasa, ia-lah saya kurang ber-
sembunyi pada waktu bersalin pekaian didalam
belek, kadang-kadang ber-lepas semua pekaian,
bila terjumpa kapada meraka yang Keluar masok,
Jantan dan perampuan, kita jadi malu. Ada-lah
mereka itu memakai pekaian bagaimana adat-nya,
yang jantan memakai chawat dan yang perampuan
memakai sarong pandak, kami tiada ada berfikir
jahat dan tiada ada memberi ka-inginan kapada
kami, tetapi kapada mereka itu sudah chukup biasa
dan kelajiman dalam si-umor hidup-nya.

Pada waktu malam, kami hamparkan tikar dan
kain selimot di-atas lantai didalam belek, dan di-
gantong kelambu, menchoba mahu tidor, perasa-an
tidor di-situ seperti biasa juga, kerana tiada ada
di-dengar anjing wenyalak atau budak menangis
dengan senyam sahaja. Ka-bawah rumah itu ada
12 kaki tinggi-nya, segala kerungan anak ayam
bergantong dan kandang babi ada di-situ, tetapi
yang ter-lebeh berkena-an kapada perasa-an, ia-itu
dari pada bunyi ayam jantan yang bersabong,
barangkali tida kurang dari 100 atau 150 ekor ayam
sabongan yang ada didalam rumah itu.

Renchana 1ni belom-lah chukup di-khabarkan,
perihal segala bahu yang bosok-bosok, ada-lah
orang-orang puteh, di-bersehkan-nya segala lantai
dengan elok-nya tetapi orang Daya tida dengan
per-atoran, sebagai bandar yang besar di-negeri
Singapora, apa-bila kita bangun tidor pagi hari,
bila keluar di-serambi dengan terus bahu-bahu
yang wangi meluaskan perasa-an. Tetapi di-situ
bahu-bahuan berchampor, ia-itu bahu babi, anak
ayam, anjing, kuching, dan bahu unah badan
manusia.

Kita boleh fikirkan, yang ber-fa-edah bagai per-
hidupan yang sudah di-buat mereka dalam bentang
yang panjang itu, ia-lah pada waktu mereka banyak
kerja didalam ladang padi-nya : ada yang pergi
menangkap ikan, ada yang membuat gendang, ada

SARAWAK CENTENARY CELEB-
RATIONS IN MIRL ;

In Miri, September 24th to September 27th was
set aside to celebrate the Centenary of Brooke Rule
in Sarawak and all those who assisted in the orga-
nization of the celebrations must be congratulated
on their unqualified” success. As Hon. Secretary
to the Centenary Committee and as an organizer
of the Land Sports, Mr. R. H. 1. Sung, especially
worked extremely hard and it was largely due to
his enthusiasm and inspiration that the Miri Cen-~
tenary Celebrations will stand out for years to
come in the memory of those who attended them.

At midday, Wednesday, Seéptember 24th, a
Chinese lLion procession wound its way through
the Bazaar which was bedecked with flags and
triumphal arches and finally arrived on the padang
of the Gymkhana Club which overnight had been
transformed. For several years past the annual
TLand Sports have been held here, and once again
gaily decorated stands surrounded the ground, the
most striking one, that of the Chung Hua School,
having a front resembling a Chinese gateway with
its green tiled roof, supported by scarlet pillars.
In the centre of the arch were large portraits of
the three Rajahs specially drawn with great skill
for this occasion. The stand of the Government
Vernacular School was also outstanding, decorated
in the Sarawak colours, while the Police erected
a stand in imitation of a fort.
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Punctually at 1.30 p.m. the schools paraded,
. one after the other, the larger ones headed by, their
own bands, and it was astonishing to see the smart-
ness and attention to detail of even the youngest
children. The prize for the smartest parade was
finally awarded to the Kung Ho School, Lutong,
while sthe Chung Hua School was' second. All
through a brilliant afternoon the competitors toiled
and the schools vied with each other for the
championship, while the bands played and the
flags flew and the Malay clowns amused the crowd.
Some good performances were as usual recorded
and Sim Sek Kui was again Victor Ludorum, while
St. Columba’s School won the intér-school cham-
pionship. After the presentation of cups and prizes
three cheers for His Highness the Rajah were
called and finally the crowd watched, with an
avaricious gleam in the eye, the drawing of the
Sweep, which was done by the Capitan China’s
small daughter.

On the morning of Friday, 26th September,
His Highness the Rajah’s Birthday, another large
crowd -gathered to watch the official Birthday
parade, at which Abang Ali bin Haji Dand, Native
Officer, Miri, received the Long Service Decoration.
In the afternoon one of the strangest games in-
vented was played; the essential equipment was
fancy dress, cricket stumps, goalposts, hockey
sticks and a football. To control this fantasy a
_whistle would have been of no avail; the three
umpires needed a klaxon between them and even
then could not prevent the game from developing
into Rugby Football.

Gloom descended on Miri on the morning of
Saturday, September 27th, for it rained in torrents
but providentially cleared by noon. Then followed
a highly successful Regatta, starting with a one
man sampan race, and followed by prahu races,
with three big races for 15 men, 8 men and 12
men boats. All types of craft were to be seen
racing, the long racing prahus, the small Chinese
fishing kotaks and the large bandongs. Between
the races there was a exciting swimming race across
the Miri River, a coconut shy which piled wp
«funds for the War Effort, and, the least obtrusive
of all the activities but still one which required
much organization, tea for the children. As on
the Sports day, free cakes and sweets were pro-
vided for all the children present.

But with the Regatta ended, the big day was
not yet over.  Everyone had looked forward with
the keenest anticipation to the torchlight display
planned for the evening.

Probably such a hugh crowd has never before
assembled on the Padang; there must have been
nearly five, thousand people present and the wea-
ther was perfect. Before the grandstand, packed
to the limit, a hugh crowd surrounded a vast circle
like the ring of a circus. Beyond the crowd was
a large illuminated sign ‘1841 Brooke 1941" which
flashed on and off like the lights of peacetime
Piccadilly Circus. While the crowd assembled a
Chinese Tsion procession performed ; then suddenly
the lights were dimmed and a spotlight lit up a
stage flanked by the two magnificent figures of
Dayaks in full battle dress. )

Across the stage flitted a bevy of tiny Chinese
girls who danced to the music of a band, perform-
ing intricate steps which would have made a
Gaiety, chorus girl envious. As they retired, on
came a troupe of small Chinese boys to perform the
most astounding acrobatic turns, piling up one
above the other until the smallest topped the
pyramid and stood with arms outstretched. As
they slipped away into the darkness another group

of Chinese girls appeared and gave a further
exlnbition of dancing. For these performances
the Chung Hua School deserves the highest praise.

Meanwhile, away in the distance, over the heads
of the crowd, could be seen the lights of Chinese
lanterns approaching and, as the crowd parted, on
came a Malay procession with two large ships,
specially built for the occasion; there were small
boys and girls in Malay dress, all carrying lanterns,
lads in various kinds of fancy dress and the older
Malays in their robes; and to the music of flute
and drum they paraded round much to the appre-
ciation of the crowd. :

“Then followed some Dayak dancing, first the
Ngajat Kesa and later, the Ngajat bunoh, both
admirably performed by members of the Consta-
bulary. A

Affer this an exhibition of Brunei shadow
dancing, which contrasted well with the preceding
Dayak performance. Then in further contrast a
well executed display of physical exercises by the
Military.

After this a ring was formed; everything was
there, the heavy rope, the seats, towels and buckets
while Malay police held the corners. Tnto the ring
stepped two heavyweight L/C. Victor Samy and
Tsmail of the Lutong Ferry. There was no boring
shadow boxing and feinting ; they went at it ham-
mer and tongs and a terrific battle of three rounds
ensned.

Then a different kind of ‘hoxing’ was seen as
one Chinese couple after another ran on to the
stage with pipe, fork and knives, met and countered
each other with electric speed, their movements
being so rapid and startling that it was incredible
not to see a mangled corpse drop on the boards.

The erowd had gradnally closed in, but now it
was widened out again and in the centre was a
Luge built-up pile of wood. which was set alight
and fed with oil to form a colossal fire. The
Military in grey shirts and long loose white trousers
and bright scarfs then gave an exceedingly fine
exhibition of the famous Khattak dances, the Bul-
4. Darakzuna, Marawat and the Bangra with-
swords, the speed and lightness of the dancing
being accentuated by the effect of the flames around
which it was accomplished.

Finally all rose as the band played VGod save
the Rajah’.

It is improbable that such a spectacular evening
has ever been seen before in Sarawak and the cir-
cumstances that have made it possible to see the
Khattak dances in addition to what can be produced
in normal years may never occur again.

BOUNTY OF THE GOOD EARTH.

By Hripixe V. Beamisa.

In recent times we have heard much of a quality,
called Complacency. And no wonder. I?ow a
comparatively short period of twenty vears could

‘have brought this quality to such a pitch is my-

sterious; the human mind must be particularly
simple, and not only willing to forget past discom-
forts, but eager to put them away and ignore them
altogether, like a nightmare that disappears in the
light of sunshine. :

The sunshine is gone, and much has gone with
it. I doubt if we ever appreciated until now how
well off we were—well fed, comfortable, and—com-
placent. The others may have been driven out of
us, but still this dange Compl y i

There are still a great many people who fail to
understand the importance of the Good Earth—
even in the country, which seems to me rather
shocking and ‘short-sighted. Happily, the Govern-
ment is taking care of the larger sources of supply,
and if there is still a farmer left who does not grasp
the significance of the increased effort, then the
Government will soon persuade him by means of
the laws.

It the smaller people whose complacency
irritates so much. Anyone with a garden, lawn,
rights on common grazing, and so on. They are
not doing enough. Indeed, some are doing nothing.
The category of such people is extensive, and
ranges from the man with a largish house and
garden of several acres to the one with a cottage
and an acre or so of lawn and garden.

The Good Earth is fundamentally the basis of
all life, and the process of turning gr:\ss.Awegds,
brambles, buds, cabbage stumps and all inedible
growth into food fit for human beings is not only a
fascinating but a vital metamorphosis in these
times, when the question of food has become a real
problem. And that is what it has become, let t}fere
be no mistake, no smug self-deceit and no evasion.

Now the most modest cottage with a minimum of
ground may provide a_great many of life’s neces-
cities for its owner. 1t is, of course, a tiresome
business, sometimes finicky, and always demanding
care and attention. But who grudges that when
nourishment itself is at stake? Let us look over
the possibilities for the modest household. Milk in
all its forms is important, perhaps the most
essential. Many an Irish peasant in the past lean
{imes has lived on milk and potatoes. Tt could be
done, though thus far this is not demanded. But
in the summer a goat will.turn all sorts of rough
stuff and weeds into milk of the richest and most
nourishing sort, with a high percentage of butter
fat. Therefore a goat is the first necessity, and
there are few cottagers who cannot keep one; there
are few districts where enough rough picking can- -
not be found. Tven the rich borders of small lanes
give excellent grazing for goats, and in these times
it is not difficult to get permission for such grazing.
The importance of milk has long been recognised
by agricultural experts, and the Good Earth hardly

‘vields anything more valuable.

Then eggs. In spite of the Government policy
of discouraging by every possible trick the keeping
of poultry, these may still be run in modest
numbers; but now the small man should do his
best ‘to see they have a free range, for in the
summer fowls pick up much of their own food.
Ducks are even better, and where water is plentiful
1 should have no hesitation in recommending ducks
in preference to hens. My personal experience is
that they lay far better in the winter—last
September-April my own four ducks have produced
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twenty-five dozen eggs, 300 eggs through the worst
of the year!—and are, course, less nuisance.
Their advantages over hens are that they don't fly
out over low wire-netting, they never scratch up
the garden or disturb the plants, because they are
not primarily interested in cereal foods; in suitable
weather they destroy slugs, worms, and other
injurious insects with amazing efficiency, and while
doing this (particularly in wet weather) they require
very little food, their crops bulge with pests of all
sorts, and the egg yield increases immediately.
Ducks are extremely profitable and pleasant to
keep. Four or six will provide all the eggs neces-
sary for a modest household.

Thus we have eggs and milk, both produced on
easy and humble lines. But now I come to a
subject that is not so popular—the question of
home-produced flesh. Most people like meat in
some form or other, and the Good Earth is always
willing to turn its green herbage into flesh of many
sorts. But nowadays it is no earthly use crying
for large juicy steaks or legs of mutton, huge slabs
of roast pork or fat Wiltshire hams. Neither is it
practicable to put on an injured and martyr-like
sulk and state that life isn’t worth living.

No, let us see what we ourselves, in a small way,
many produce from the Good Earth, that b!essed
co-operator and friend. The goat produces kids at
intervals. The flesh of the male kid, before it
matures into a billygoat, is too delicious to describe.
1t may be killed any time up to six weeks or two
months old, and, as well as providing wonderful
meals for the family, tastes like the tenderest of
roast veal. The heart, liver, and kidneys make a
large stew in themselves, and even the lower part
of the legs and hoofs may be boiled down for the
dog, as well as the head. What better in these
days? ‘T am quite aware that the kid is a delight-
ful animal, but let us put away sentimentality just
now.

People with a field of almost any dimensions may
keep geese. It is cheapest to buy the eggs and
hatch out under a hen. From the age of a week
or ten days, all through the spring, summer, and
autumn the young geese will eat nothing but grass.
Would you rather have a plateful of grass or a dish-
ful of roast goose? They can be hatched consecu-
tively all through the spring, and killed and eaten
as they come to the right size and condition. Once
more the Good Earth shows her bountiful magic.

For those who have gloried in the luxury of
smooth lawns in the past, I suggest rabbits. Tame
rabbits, of the right sort, not only provide flesh far
superior to that of their wild cousins, but the pelts
are worth a nice sum, which soon shows a profit on
the original outlay. They breed so quickly and
prolifically that one may soon have a rotation of
young rabbits for eating all the year round and
there are many ways of cooking rabbit.

Few people realise how good is the flesh of the
guines-pig, who lives preferably on nothing but
grass, like the geese. They are easier to look after
than rabbits and make far less work.

What is easier for the sweet-toothed, who depre-
cates the meagreness of the sugar ration, tha.n‘ to
let the bees collect sugar from the flowers, making
a store of honey that will keep him supplied all the
winter? Cargoes of sugar may be sunk in the seas,
but the sugar in the flowers of England runs no
such danger. Thus the Good Earth gives us every
thing that is vital—vegetables, fruit, eggs, milk,
and flesh. The supply is not all confined to teeto-
tallers either; there is cider to be made from the
apples in the orchard.

But where does Complacency come in—that
irritating Complacency I mentioned in the begin-
ning? Let me quote some of the things I have
heard in the last few weeks, things that seem to
me both deplorable and shortsighted in these days.

““Oh, T can't bear goat's milk; filthy stuff!”

“T hate duck eggs; they’re horribly strong.”

“‘Couldn’t possibly eat a kid—such sweet little
things."" (How about roast lamb ?)

‘‘Rabbits? Dou you eat fame rabbits?'—*"T
should have to be positively starving before I'd
dream of eating guinea-pig.”

Some day, like the Admirable Crichton on his
desert island, I shall have all these fastidious people
crawling up to smell my roasting rabbit or guinea-
pig, to beg for the duck eggs and goat’s milk.

I shall be much obliged if you will let me
correct the followmg mistakes which have occurred
in the article ‘‘Sarawak Memories,” which
appeared under my name in the Centenary number
of the Sarawak Gazette.

The first mistake concerns the constitution of the
Chinese Court. This court had a committee of six
assistants (seven including myself as President) and
not five. This committee consisted of 3 Hokkien,
1 Teochew, 1 Cantonese and 1 Kheh.

The opening phrase in the fourth paragraph
which reads “When I first came to Sarawak’’
should be altered or omitted, because 1 was actually
born in Kuching.

There was also another mistake in the latter part
of the article which referred to Sir Charles Brooke
having made a journey on horse-back to Bau and
back. The place that was visited by him was the
21st mile Penrissen Road and not Bau.

T must apologise for the above mistakes which
are all due to my bad memory, and I think the
above corrections are necessary, otherwise the
article may tend to give some wrong impressions to
vour readers.
